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Below is a map showing the territories of the twelve tribes of Israel, for your refer-
ence.  Note that different resource maps may give different locations for the tribes, 
depending on whether the map shows the original tribal allotments or the lands 
on which the tribes actually settled.  The Danites, for instance, originally received 
land in the western central region, near the coast, but later migrated to a northern 
region when the inhabitants of their land proved too hard to dislodge.
